HATS   

STANDS: 

• No Hats other than the designated panthers hat/visor or group hats are permissible. 
 

PORTABLES:  

The following are permitted: 

• Toboggan style hat (SOLID Black only- NO LOGOS)  

*Available for purchase on Game Days from SF&B Laundry area. 
 

• Designated Panther hat/visor provided by SF&B or Group Name Hat 

 

SCARVES/ GLOVES 

• No scarves/ gloves may be worn by Volunteers working in an actual stand. 

• Volunteers working at Portables may wear SOLID Black scarves/gloves on game day.              

(No other color/ No pattern) 

COLD WEATHER  

NO sweatshirts, sweaters or long-sleeve shirts may be worn over the blue polo shirt.      

(All MUST be worn UNDER the Uniform Shirt)  
The Blue Polo shirt must always be the visible layer to your game day uniform.  

 

COLORS 

• SOLID Black or White long-sleeve shirts/sweaters are permitted. (No other color/ No patterns) 

 

JACKETS 

• No personal jackets may be worn by Volunteers.  

• Volunteers working in a Microbrew Stand or on the concourse at a Portable are allowed to sign 

out a “loaned” Bank of America logoed jacket from the laundry area on game days. This jacket 

is very lightweight and is intended to block the wind only. These jackets must be returned at 

the end of the event to prevent your group from being charged. It is recommended to layer for 

warmth under these jackets. 

* No Volunteers working in an actual stand should be wearing Jackets.
